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 “A similar purple/ruby, semi-opaque color to the Signature Syrah, the 2012 
Doyenne Syrah Grand Ciel Vineyard has more minerality (no doubt due to 
coming from Red Mountain) to go with lots of blackberry, graphite, pepper and 
crushed violet notes. Like the Signature Syrah, it shows the vintage nicely with 
lots of concentration, integrated acidity and a big finish, where the wine's 
structure becomes more apparent. It will benefit from short-term cellaring and 
have 10-15 years of overall longevity.”
