Our 2023 Harrison Hill shows its poise and elegance 
instantly with a perfume that can only be attributed to 
this special site. The initial bouquet of tobacco leaf, spiced 
cranberry sauce, cherry cola, and ripe purple fig evolves 
with time in the glass. The palate has seamless weight 
and a silky, tight structure. Flavors of pomegranate, dried 
herbs de Provence, sandalwood, and red huckleberry 
mingle with a soft layer of warm, toasty oak, that remains 
present without overpowering the fruit.

WINEMAKING
Stainless steel fermented, 14-16 days on skins.
Barrel aged 20 months in French oak (95% new). 
Bottle aged 10 months prior to release.

BEHIND THE WINE
Over the past five decades, some of the oldest vines in 
the Washington State have matured gracefully at
Harrison Hill Vineyard, producing progressively limited 
yields. This slow evolution results in fruit that we proudly 
craft into a compelling expression of what it means to be 
a terroir-driven wine.
